The following story is from Lovene Brehm Gugler:

Henry and Katherine were married in Russia.  Shortly after, they got a chance to come to America.     They arrived in New York in Oct. of 1876.    (got on the wrong train.  They were separated from the rest of the Brehm families. - Lovene doesn’t think this is correct.)  They had enough money to get to Peabody, Kansas and spent the first winter near Marion, Kansas.  The following spring Henry got a job in the mill in Enterprise, Kansas and moved to Dickinson, Colorado where he lived the remainder of his life.  Henry had no money and until they were able to write to Russia and find out where the other family members were, it was a long time until the families were reunited by mail.  By that time he had work and could not afford to leave the area.  Mrs. Gugler also knows that the family did visit each other later on.

  Although they were Reformed Lutherans, they came to America with a group of Mennonites landing in New York in October 1876. They went by train to the end of the line and spent their first winter in Marion, Kansas.

  In the spring they moved six miles east of Enterprise.  Henry walked to work daily at the Hoffman Mills in Enterprise for about a year and then began farming. They later lived in both the Walnut Grove and Grandview School Communities.  In 1916, they moved to the house in Woodbine now occupied by Carmen Rindt.  They were members of the Lyona German Methodist Church and were influential in organizing the German Church in Woodbine.  Henry served on boards for both the schools and the church.  

 They were the parents of: Charles, Anna Jahnke, John, Amelia Gatch,

  David, Edward, Herman, Luella Westrup, Walter, Mabel Timm, Emma Mohr, and

  Alma Staatz. All deceased family members are buried in the Woodbine Cemetery

  except John who is buried in Topeka and David who died in infancy and is buried

  in Rinehart cemetery. Emma and Alma have celebrated their 67th wedding

  anniversaries.

From the Obituary of - Henry Brehm   (Heinrich Brehm – parents Ludwig Brehm and Gertrude Hohnstein)

 Henry Brehm was born in Norka, Russia, Oct. 23, 1855.  When he was still a child his parents moved to Brummental, a small town in the province of Saratov, Russia.  Here he spent his childhood.  He attended the services of the German Reformed Church & when he had grown to manhood he married Katherine Brehm, his now bereaved widow, on June 22, 1986.  A few months later they crossed the Atlantic, and landed in New York in Oct. 1876.  They went west & finally settled down in Enterprise, KS.  Here they came in contact with the Methodist Episcopal church.  They confessed their faith in Christ Jesus & joined the German M.E. Church of that place.  They transferred their membership to Lyona & when the Germany M.E. people started a mission in Woodbine & organized a society, they became charter members.  Mr. Brehm was a loyal active church member.  He loved his family dearly.  Mr. Brehm had been farming until about three years ago when he retired from active work & made his home in Woodbine.  He had a good & sound constitution, but about two months ago his health began to fail.  A creeping paralysis caused him to stay in bed the last 10 days of his life.  While still conscious, he passed away on July 13, 1920 a little after 3pm.  He leaves behind two brothers in Russia and one brother in Hasting, NE.  Besides these there are his sorrow stricken wife, five sons, 1 died in infancy; and six daughters, Charlie Brehm, John Brehm, Amelia Gatch, Edward Brehm, Herman Brehm (see below), Luella Westrup, Walter Brehm, & Mabel Timm, all of Woodbine & Annie Johnke of Elmo.  Emma Mohr of Nekoma, KS and Alma Stattz of Lyona.  These & their families, nineteen grandchildren, two great grandchildren & a large circle of friends mourn his death.

Obit for Katherine (Brehm) Brehm:  (parents: William Brehm I b Aug 17, 1813 & Anna Catharina Gerlach b Nov 10, 1815)

 Katharina Brehm was born in Norka, Russia, Jan 21, 1858 and died at Woodbine, Kans. July 10, 1928 at the age of 70 years, 5 months and 19 days.  She was married to Henry Brehm on June 22, 1876.  Shortly after the marriage they crossed the Atlantic Ocean, landing in New York, October, 1876.  They came west to and settled in Enterprise, Kans.  While at Enterprise they united with the German Methodist Episcopal church.  They later moved to the Walnut Grove neighborhood and brought their membership to the German Methodist Episcopal church at Lyona and when the German work was organized in Woodbine they became charter members of the Woodbine church. 

Mr. Brehm died July 13, 1920, which lacked but three days of being eight years until Mother Brehm went to join her husband in that celestial home.  

During the eight years Mother Brehm has lived alone most of the time and during her recent illness was heard to give expression to her loneliness and to say, “I am getting homesick for papa and heaven.”

  Although ill for some weeks, her going come as a surprise to the community when the news of her death was reported on Tuesday afternoon, July 10th.  There were twelve children born to Mr. And Mrs. Brehm.  Three of the children preceded the mother.  David, Mabel Timm, and Amelia Gatch.  

  There are left to mourn her death, five sons and four daughters.  The sons are:  Charles of Gentry, Arkansas; John of Topeka, Kans; Edward, Herman and Walter of Woodbine.    The daughters are:  Mrs. Anna Johnke and Mrs. Luella Westrup of Woodbine.  Mrs. Emma Mohr of Nekoma, Kans., and Mrs. Alma Staatz of Lyona.  

  There are also thirty grandchildren and thirteen great grandchildren and one sister.  Mrs. Henry Loos of Denver, Colorado.

Herman Brehm family Story – by Lovene Brehm Gugler  Aug 2002

   In about 1895 Henry Brehm purchased a half section of land and the family lived in there until about 1907.  This was the first land Henry Brehm purchased.  Henry was a farmer and he expected all of his sons to farm.  John was married in 1907 and Henry bought another quarter of land for John to farm, but John was not interested in farming.  This quarter became the farm home of Walter Brehm.  The Brehm family moved to that quarter and left Edward and Herman to batch on the former half section.  When Walter and Oletha Brehm were married they moved onto the quarter and Henry and Katherine moved into a home in Woodbine in 1916.

  December 1910, Edward married Elise Staatz and lived in the lower floor of the two-story house and Herman lived on the upper floor of the house.  Herman married Emma Gunter December 1913 and they moved into their four room house on the north side of the half-section.  The men farmed together for some years and finally divided the farm into two parts.  Edward Stayed on the south half and Herman on the north half.

  Herman and Emma had six children:  Lovene, Catherine, Rose Marie, Merle, Pauline, and Jenice.  They all attended school at Walnut Grove and graduated from Woodbine High School exept Jenice who graduated from Chapman High School.  They were all active in the Woodbine Methodist church and 4H Club.  Herman loved to farm and bought a BULL tractor in 1914 before the machine was on the market!!  It was 1
2 horsepower and could pull 2-16 inch plows.  He also bought a combine in 1928 along with Walter Brehm and William Gunter.  Herman did not lik horses!!  The combine may have been an international.

When Merle married Darlene Reed in 1948, Herman and Emma purchased a home in Herington, Kansas to live.  Herman died in 1968 in Herington Hospital and Emma died Nov 1973 in Herington Hospital.  Both are buried in the Woodbine Cemetery.  

At the time of this writing, Catherine died in 1965, Merle died in 1979 and Pauline died in 1997.
