WHEREAS. I Thomas C. Scott of the town of Riverside in the County of Washington and the State of Iowa have made my last will and testament in writing bearing the date 21st of August 1896 in and by which I have given and bequeathed to --first


1 It is my desire to give to my wife Mary E. Scott -- after all my just debts are paid including my funeral expenses and the expense of my last sickness - the following described properly towit    Lots No. one -- two and There in block No fifteen. with all the appurtanences (sic) thereto belonging. situated in the town of Riverside Washington County Iowa and enough of the personal property and the proceeds of my other property to make up her lawful dowry.


(Second) I give to my daughter Almeda Harmon the sum of one dollar ($1.00) which I regard as sufficient compensation for her abuse of me and my farm -- (third) it is also my wish that my son Irvin L. Scott having already received a deed from me for (80) acres of land that the same shall be in full of his share in my estate excepting that I give to him my trunk and contents. and field glasses (fourth) it is also my will that the children of my deceased Daughter EIanora Shilady who are now in Washington County Iowa shal (sic) receive the full share of the balance of my property the same as my said daughter would have had and received if she was still alive. and in addition thereto the sum of one hundred dollars ($100.00) each to be paid to them on their guardian when my estate is finally settled.


(fifth) it is also my wish after my death and burial that my executor shall place a monument in the cemetery at Riverside which shall be a family monument at the cost of not less than five hundred dollars ($500.00).


(sixth) it is also my wish that my executor as soon as practicable after my death make a Sale of my property either at a public or private such as directed by the court and as may be best and as may realize the best prices and distributed according to the provisions of this will.


(seventh) it is also my wish that any of my legal heirs who shall refuse to accept their shares as provided herein shall forfeit the same and Said share so forfeited. Shall belong to the assetts (sic) of my estate and divided in the manner above indicated.. It is also my wish that my personal household goods be appraised and be set apart to my wife to be disposed of or dealt with as she may deem proper.


(eighth) it is also my wish that the remainder of my estate both personal and real after the above bequestes (sic) and provisions are satisfied, that the Balance be sold and divided equally between the remainder of my legal heirs.


(ninth) I hereby appoint my son in law Henry Walker sole executor of this my last will and testament and in case he for any reason shall fail to act then in that case I desire C. F. Weiland to act as my Executor. and it is my desire that this my last will shall be fully and faithfully carried out according to the provisions as above set forth. (first) it is my wish that Lewis Shelady (a son of my Daughter Elanora) shall not receive any share of my estate whatever but but (sic) his share shall be and is bequeathed to Arvilla McConnel my Daughter (sic),. and to heir (sic) heirs of her body. (second) it is my wish and will that my son (Irvin L Scott) is hereby released from all debts dues and obligations whatsoever.


and further it is my will that the Sum of one hundred dollars ($100.00) be given to the said (Irvin L. Scott) + his heirs in the final settlement of my estate.
