JOSEPH WALKER and CLOY JANE POWELSON WALKER

Walker-Powelson:  Great –great Grandparents

Joseph Walker (1819-1893) was one of nine children born to James Walker (1767-1848) and Mary Burnet (1788-1849) (Please see registry compiled by Jean Knight-Whalen, a cousin, in my genealogy file)   NOTE: I don’t have this file. 

Joseph was born in Portage County, Ohio, and came, as a young man, with two of his brothers to Iowa Territory to settle. He became a stockman and eventually accumulated 1000 acres of choice farmland.  In 1847 he married Cloy Jane Powelson. Cloy Jane was born in Missouri and had moved with her family to Washington County Iowa.  

Joseph and Cloy Jane settled in what became known as Johnson County, Iowa, and had seven children, Mary, Fanny Ann, Henry, Callie, Emma, Joseph and Minnie Belle (who died as an infant). Five of these children married and lived in Iowa.  Mother, (Evelyn Opfell) spoke of visiting her aunts and uncles and enjoyed her many cousins.  Joseph was a Universalist. A monument for Fanny Ann was discovered, and since she was not in the family in the 1855 census, she may have been an invalid.

THOMAS CARSON SCOTT

SALOMA MARLIN and CATHERINE JANE MARLIN

Scott-Marlin: Great-great Grandparents

Thomas Carson Scott (1820-1902) was born in Ashtabula County, Ohio.  His parents were Abraham and Elizabeth (Silverthorn) Scott.

Thomas joined his parents in Washington County, Iowa, in 1850 where they had settled next to the large family of Samuel and Catharine Jane (Rees) Marlin. He married Saloma Marlin in 1851.  They had two sons, Irvin and George.  Saloma died of milk fever in 1854 along with her baby, George.  Thomas then married Saloma’s sister, Catherine Jane Marlin.  Seven children were born to them, Alice, Arvilla, Cyrus, Carrie, Almeda, Henrietta and Freda.  Thomas worked on a riverboat as a young man and fought in the Mexican War, for which he received a land grant near Riverside, Iowa.  Mother spoke of her Aunts Villie and Mede and her Uncle Irvin.  I don’t remember any mention of cousins.

HENRY ALLEN WALKER and CARRIE SCOTT WALKER

Walker-Scott:  Great Grandparents

Henry Allen Walker (1853-1914) was born in Johnson County, Iowa.  His first wife was Eva Wise.  They were married for fourteen years when she died.  They had no children.  Henry then married Carrie Lodeskie Scott  (1861-1935) in 1891.  

Carrie and Henry had four children: Scott (1892-1934), Hazel (1895-1976), Carrie Evelyn (1898-1969) and Willis (1900-1977).  Henry farmed and managed the 340 acres he had inherited from his parents.  He moved his family to Iowa City in the early nineteen hundreds.  My mother said he would occasionally play fiddle for dances.  He liked warm beer, heating it on the stove and stirring it with his finger.  He died at age 61 of a gastric hemorrhage. 

Carrie took over the management of the farms.  She must have managed well, as all of her children graduated from the University of Iowa.  She sold the “home place” to a nephew, Walker Burge, who replaced the house (that had burned) and added a new barn.  He over extended himself by buying several farms and couldn’t manage payment to Carrie.  Ownership of the farm reverted back to her (Walker’s brother, Jay, operated the farm after the 

repossession).  It has not been determined if it was Henry or Carrie who deeded property to their children, however Scott received a farm of 80 acres in Pleasant Valley township, Hazel received 100 acres of bottom land near the Iowa River, a mile from the home place, Evelyn 100 acres near Hills, Iowa and Willis the house in Iowa City (on E. Washington St.), and its contents. Eighty acres was sold off Scott’s farm to help get started. 

The home place was divided among Carrie’s survivors upon her death in 1935 of pneumonia complicated by advanced arteriosclerosis.

Evelyn and her husband, Edward Opfell (my parents) bought out the other sibling’s shares in 1935.  In the last eight to ten years of her life, Carrie had developed severe senility and was unable to care for herself.  Scott died at the age of forty-one of a cerebral hemorrhage.  Both Hazel and Willis developed severe senility in their seventies.  Evelyn, my mother, died in 1969 of a myocardial infarction.

Harris-Opfell:  Great-great Grandparents

Jessie Uriah Harris (1827-1903) married Sarah Ann Bechtel (1837-1895) in 1856.  They lived on a farm east of Iowa City on Lower Muscatine Road.

There were fourteen children: William, Joseph, Miriam, Malinda, Jacob, Frances Ann, Benjamin, Ruth, twins Colburn and Mary, Elizabeth, Henrietta, Nellie and Lenora.  Five of the children died in early childhood, however Aunt Henrietta lived to be 104!

Opfell-Harris:  Great-great Grandparents

Charles Edward Opfell (1835-1882), Charles’ name was changed from Georg Theodor Louis Ecbert Apfel when he came from Bad Blankenburg, Germany at the age of four with his parents, Johan Georg & Caroline, and two sisters, Fredrica and Mary (Marie). Two more daughters, Sarah and Margaret, were born in Indiana. Two were buried in Saxony.

They settled first in Indiana.  Brother John says that Indiana was as far as the railroad went in those days.  Charles married Mary Martha Graham (1838-1883) in 1858.  They had nine children: Philemon, Otis, Alvin, Edward, Evalina, Burton, Margaret, Mary May and Robert (and an unnamed infant).

Charles owned a small farm.  He died in a knife fight with another man. No further details are known.  Martha died within the same year of unknown causes, leaving five minor children ages 5 to 19. An uncle, Charles Graham assumed guardianship of the children, but was replaced by Dr. McKean a year later. Robert was adopted and his name was changed to Humphrey.
